Summary for 2008-2009

For the 2008/9 tax year allowance of £150 from the Register we claimed for £34.99 for a walkie talkie for convoy runs, £46.87 Andy Canning expenses for printer paper and ink and £15.00 Andy Canning for diesel for transporting gazebo for 2008 displays. These items appeared in last year’s accounts. Between November 2008 and April 2009 we were also able to claim £14.40 for trophy engraving, £21.00 for Andy Canning printer ink and £17.74 for Keith Brown towards printer ink costs. The £5.95 receipt for other trophy engraving unfortunately came in too late because we had already reached the limit of our allowance from the Register of £150 for that tax year.

For 2008/9 we have yet to claim from the Register from our £150 allowance. There will be items such as engraving of trophies awarded at the annual dinner and possibly more printer supplies for which we can claim before the April deadline. Printer inks are a significant cost. Modern printers seem to consume ink at an alarming rate and one pack of cartridges is anything from £29 to £46.

Andy Canning was reimbursed the £50 cost of fuel to pick up TS2 from Didcot (47 miles each way), drive it to his house, then to Coventry in the convoy run to the motor museum and return it to Didcot. He was also reimbursed £19.90 because the Swan at Hanley Swan claimed that one couple had not paid for their lunch.

Raffles have raised £258.10 this year (£191.67 last year) and we have several items in stock as future prizes.  

Funds remain healthy but we need to retain a reasonable bank balance because events often require a substantial advance deposit.  This month for example, the January meal deposit had to be paid in advance and we had to pay a deposit for the boat trip earlier in the year.  There is also inevitably a delay between paying for items and getting expenses from the Register or clearance of payments into the bank (currently approximately a week to clear cheques).

N.B. Cheques for events payable to TR Register (Cotswold Vale Group) please.

The accounts were proposed by Terry Smith and seconded by Martin Pemberton to be adopted--Unanimous acceptance

Keith did ask after the presentation of his report, that CVTR members think about how we can spend some of our money for the benefit of us all. The raffles continue to bring in a good revenue and we have a healthy surplus in the kitty

ELECTION OF OFFICERS.

There being no other members present who wished to stand for office the role of Group Leader was proposed by Richard Durrant and seconded by Bob Heppel  to be Andy Canning. The role of Treasurer was proposed by Terry Smith and seconded by Mike Parry to be Keith Brown.

Both were re-elected unanimously.

The role of the Social Committee was briefly discussed and again as in previous years --those who wish to attend any meetings should do so and co-opt anyone they think may help us in the forth coming year.
