3. Minutes of 2008 AGM. Tabled for acceptance as a true record. 




Proposer Steve Ettridge, seconded by Phil O’Hara.

4. Matters arising. None.

5. Group Leader’s Report. Jane Gray delivered the Group Leader’s report which can be found in full on the Group’s website. Jane went over the Group’s activities in 2008 and thanked those involved for their support and contributions. She also noted the success of the change of venue, and all agreed that the Turnor Arms was to remain our monthly meeting place.
6. Treasurer’s Report. Malcolm Brown delivered his report and the accounts which showed the Group to have a positive balance of £346.09 for the year ending 31st December 2008. Malcolm raised the question of spending some or all of this surplus and discussion ensued on various options including a Group banner, clothing, windscreen stickers and grille badges. It was suggested that we could waive the monthly “sub” at the meetings, also that we could forego the annual contribution from the TR Register. Both these received a mixed reception, and Duncan Jolly asked if the group would consider suspending the discussion until he had a chance to speak later. Phil O’Hara proposed and Barry Phipps seconded the acceptance of the accounts. These were signed off for submission to the TR Register.
7. Election of Officers. Duncan Jolly led this item in his capacity as East Midlands Area Coordinator. There being no nominations for alternate candidates, and no objections, the four current office bearers were confirmed as continuing in their present roles for a further year. No votes were taken.

8.  Club Monies. Duncan took the opportunity to clarify the situation concerning central funds and the subsidies that exist for the local groups. He said that the Register would support expenditure against any items or activities which promote the club. It was agreed that the group further investigate the options and continue to discuss this at the regular meetings. 

2009 Activities Calendar. Jane Gray led the discussion on proposals for events in 2009. Apart from the various national and international events, which will be posted on the website, a calendar of local events for the group needed to be assembled. It was agreed we would continue meeting on the third Monday of the month, and that in general, any Sunday events would be on the Sunday following an evening meeting. The planning then led to observations that this rule was certainly likely to be broken, but all accepted that this was inevitable! In terms of wider events, Duncan confirmed that there were still places for the 2009 European meeting, and that the 2010 meeting will be held in Harrogate in the UK. Also that the TR Register Lakes Tour was 4th-6th September this year. Jane passed on information concerning a rally in France around 13th-14th June c/o Paul Smith and Continental Car Tours 2009 schedule. A number of other suggestions were put forward. Andy said he would collate all of these and post them on the group website. The 2009 Xmas Dinner was confirmed for Saturday 12th December at the Turnor Arms. Malcolm Brown asked that that he would receive full payment for this event prior to members’ attendance this year, and this was unanimously agreed as appropriate. The 2010 AGM was set for 8pm Monday 18th January at the Turnor Arms.

9. AOCB. 
a. The question of suitable items for purchase by the group continued. Barry Phipp suggested a gazebo. Storage and usage problems were raised. Phil O’Hara was keen to see some  individualised clothing on the list of possible items. Duncan Jolly suggested that trophies and cups could be funded.
b. Duncan mentioned that the International at Malvern coincided with a major  Morgan event at the showground this year, and that accommodation for the weekend should be booked ASAP.
c. Dave Roach suggested that a Group weekend should be considered as a regular feature of the calendar. This was thought to be an idea worth developing.
d. Dave McDonald circulated information on this season’s motorsport calendar, with the focus on more “local” events. Andy said he would post the information on the website and circulate it more widely via email.
