I received this from Jeff Christian and thought it would be worth sharing with you to see if anyone can help or has views....

“I've stripped down my engine, just for a decoke really, and found a crack on the cylinder head - only a very small crack, across the valve seating face of number 12 port. So I'm trying sort out how to proceed. 
 Logic says this is the time to convert the head to unleaded and rebuild the head with new parts - assuming the machining and fitting a new valve seat will eliminate the crack. The rocker shaft and half the rockers are worn out as well.
Rimmers have a head "re-build kit" which appears to be very good value for money and I've spoken to a firm recommended by them who will fit new valve seats and valve guides - the whole job, including all the parts, costing around £250.”
